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Building Safety Policy
InHome Property Solutions
1. Purpose
The purpose of this policy is to set out InHome Property Solutions’ approach to ensuring the safety of buildings we maintain, repair, or manage. We are committed to upholding high standards of safety for occupants, workers, and the general public, in compliance with legal and regulatory requirements.
2. Scope
This policy applies to:
- All buildings and properties where InHome Property Solutions conducts maintenance, refurbishment, or repair work.
- All employees, contractors, and subcontractors carrying out building-related services.
- Both planned and emergency works, including reactive maintenance.
3. Policy Statement
InHome Property Solutions is committed to:
- Ensuring building safety is a core part of our operational practices.
- Complying with all relevant building safety regulations, including the Building Safety Act 2022.
- Maintaining accurate records of all building work and associated safety checks.
- Communicating clearly with residents and building owners about safety-related issues.

We will adopt a proactive approach to identifying and managing safety risks, particularly in higher-risk residential buildings (HRRBs).
4. Key Safety Principles
We will:
- Identify potential building safety risks through regular inspections and risk assessments.
- Ensure that any work carried out is done to a high standard, using competent professionals.
- Monitor fire safety elements (e.g. fire doors, alarms, emergency lighting) and ensure compliance.
- Avoid compromising the structural or fire integrity of buildings during maintenance works.
- Respond promptly to safety concerns raised by clients, residents, or operatives.
5. Roles and Responsibilities
- Senior Management is responsible for oversight and enforcement of this policy.
- Site Supervisors must ensure daily compliance with building safety practices.
- Employees and Contractors are required to follow site safety procedures and report hazards immediately.
6. Legal and Regulatory Compliance
We comply with all applicable UK legislation, including:
- The Building Safety Act 2022
- The Health and Safety at Work Act 1974
- The Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005
- Construction (Design and Management) Regulations 2015
7. Training and Competence
All operatives working on buildings must:
- Be trained and competent in their roles.
- Hold necessary certifications (e.g. asbestos awareness, working at height).
- Be briefed on site-specific safety measures before work commences.
8. Review and Monitoring
This policy will be reviewed annually or following significant changes in legislation, operations, or incident reports.
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
